SANCTIONING POLICY

Preamble

Sanctioning exists for a number of reasons:

· It allows for the accumulation of National Ranking Points

· It allows the CCPSA office to keep track of results and the quality of the event

· It is a form of quality control so athletes can know what to expect at the event
· It guarantees that CPISRA Rules are followed

· It guarantees quality officials and classifiers (where required)
· In the case of Invitational Events it sets out tournament guidelines that ensure fairness of competition
There are two levels of sanctioning:
1. National/ International sanction

2. Provincial/Invitational

Provincial/Invitational events are in two categories:


A.  An Event described as a Provincial Championship


B.  An Event described as an Invitational or Open
EXPECTATIONS OF SANCTION
1.  National Sanction

· Anti-doping will occur. It is an expectation that Provincial Sport Organizations will educate their athletes regarding Canada’s anti-doping policies. For more information, contact CCPSA or the Canadian Centre for Ethics in Sport at. www.cces.ca. 

· Must be a minimum of three provinces in attendance to declare a National
· Facility is up to standards as per the Technical Manual

· On court Officials – National Level Qualifications

· Table Officials (i.e. score-keepers) – no minimum qualifications

· Technical Delegate – to be appointed by CCPSA Head of Officials

· Classification – National Level Qualifications – Two teams preferred

· CPISRA rules are followed

2A.  Provincial Championship

· Facility is up to standards as per Technical Manual

· On-court Officials – Provincial Level Qualifications

· Classification – Provincial Level Qualifications – One Team
· Table Officials (i.e. score-keepers) – no minimum qualifications

· Points awarded to the minus one rule policy (i.e. 3 competitors – 2 places re ranking)
· In pools with one competitor, no ranking points will be awarded 

· Most recent edition of CP-ISRA rules are followed

2B.  Invitational/Open  Event

· Facility is up to standards as per Technical Manual
· On-court Officials – Provincial Level Qualifications

· Table Officials (i.e. score-keepers) – no minimum qualifications

· Classification – Provincial Level Qualifications – One Team

· Two Levels of Competition: a) Elite and b) Novice/Recreation

· Only Elite Level will receive Ranking Points

· Points awarded to the minus one rule

· In pools with one competitor, no ranking points will be awarded

· CPISRA Rules are followed
